Rock

Far underground the temperature
is so hot, rock melts into a liquid
(molten rock). When the liquid is
underground, it is called magma

and it can cool to form igneous
rock.

These rocks form under the sea. Rocks are
broken into small pieces by wind and water
(erosion). They settle as mud, sand, minerals
and even remains of living things. Over time
layers build up and the pressure turns this
sediment into rock.

Metamorphic rocks are formed
under the surface of the earth
from the change
(metamorphosis) that occurs
under the intense heat and
pressure (squeezing).
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
